If you do not have a doctor
or someone who can prescribe PrEP medication for you, you can visit an Indian Health Service (IHS),
tribal, or urban Indian health program, or use locator.hiv.gov to find a provider.

WHY 1S PrEP IMPORTANT?

PrEP medications are safe and effective and can help prevent you from getting HIV. When someone
is exposed to HIV, PrEP medications can work to keep the virus from causing infection. Taking PrEP
medication can stop new HIV infections, and help end the HIV epidemic.

More than one million people in the U.S. could benefit from taking PrEP medication, but only a small
fraction of those actually get a prescription for the medication. Many people do not know about PrEP
medication and how it can help them, and many can’t afford to pay for the medicine. The Ready, Set,
PrEP program is designed to reach those individuals who could be helped by taking PrEP medication,
but do not have prescription drug coverage. The program provides them with information about the
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medication as well as the medication itself at no cost for qualified individuals.
